	 Holistsic Approach, Spirituality and Ethics in Health Care Practices
In holistic care philosophy which focuses on individualism that accepts that there is a very close relationship between body, mind and spirit, it is emphasized that each dimension of human is peculiar to the relevant person and connected to each other. While integrity value is defined to be an important concept for personal development and health, the history of treatment with integrated approach and providing care date back to Hippocrates who is the founder of medicine. 

In holistic care philosophy; integrated treatment and care approaches need to be evaluated together as well as integrated diagnosis and identification. Especially the emotional needs of an individual that we identify as spiritual care/approach, beliefs (it cannot always be associated with the God) individual learning and self-improvement approaches and inclusion of treatment process are important in coping with physical and spiritual problems.

In holistic medicine, the concept of integrity that takes part in care philosophy, brings people's physical and spiritual needs together within the frame of a partnership and the priorities of the needs are determined.  
According to World Health Organization, health means feeling good in terms of biopsychosocial and immaterial aspect. Health is the harmony level between body, mind and spirit. Therefore, integrated health of individual is possible with accomplishing all care types including spirituality (American Holistic Nurses Association).  In the Lisbon Declaration (1981) of World Medical Association, it is said that "Patient has the right of accepting or refusing a spiritual and immaterial consolation including an assistance of an appropriate religious representative." In the Amsterdam Declaration (1994) of World Medical Association, it is said that "Everybody has the right of having her or his own moral and cultural values, religious and philosophical beliefs and requesting people to respect such rights." Furthermore, it is said in the same declaration that "Patients have the right of requesting immaterial support and be directed during their care and treatment." And emphasize has been laid on the right of immaterial care. European Status (Articles of Association) Fundamental Document (2002) related to Patient Rights states "Article 12-Personal Treatment Right - Everybody has the right of having appropriate diagnosis and treatment program on her or his personal needs."
Article 38- "Necessary measures are taken in order for patients to freely fulfill their religious duties in accordance with the opportunities of health institutions and organizations." titled Patient Rights Legislation on Fulfillment of Patients' Religious Duties and Benefiting from Religious Services with the amendment dated 8/5/2014 and numbered 28993. 
There are significant principles to be taken into consideration in the subject of spiritual care. These principles are: 

1. It should aim to the power of individual regarding immaterial and spiritual needs as well as existing and possible problems. 

2. The primary objectives of health professionals in spiritual care should be mobilizing the immaterial sources of individual. 

3. Spiritual care is not used for discouraging the patients from their beliefs or changing their perspectives but for responding the immaterial needs that individuals express. 

4. Spiritual diagnosis and care should be established on a reliable and sensible relationship among the patients. This care should be planned in a way that it will consider the culture, social and immaterial sources, opinion and religious practices of an individual. 

5. When team members give information to each other about personal information of patients, they should be aware of their restrictions. 

6. The importance of written inclusion of Spiritual care in health practices should be noticed and necessary regulations need to be done.

In accordance with all these contents, it should be ensured that the professional team is able to recognize, implement and evaluate spirituality.

The relationship between spirituality and medicine has been the center of attention among both health professionals and social scientists in recent years. Totalitarian approach for patients uses the attentive recovery process as base by focusing on the individual.

The studies demonstrated that there is a meaningful relationship between spiritual, beliefs/values and health results of many patients. Having regard to the medical results of patients and spiritual factors, it has been identified that there is a positive correlation among doctors and patient group who are willing to talk about these issues, and that the number of health professionals who believe that the spirituality plays an important role in patients' lives has increased.  

As part of medical evaluation, some question forms such as HOPE and FAITH that are suggested in the practical evaluation of spirituality, are the tools that can be used in this field. Evaluation results that have been obtained can be assessed with qualitative data analyses. Meaningful results can be obtained by content analyses. The results obtained can be shared with patients and a correct guidance can be made possible.  In order to accomplish these objectives, health professionals who are responsible for patients and who have been professionally trained in this field need to reach the ability level and raise awareness.

	COURSE CONTENT
	 Relations between science, technology, industry and economy, and responsibilities of scientists are scaled up. In this regard science, research and publication ethics have came into prominence. Animal experiments must be completed before the clinical research.  Second phase clinical researches proceeds with patient volunteers and healthy individuals. 
The importance and some requirements of clinical researches during the research process increases the likelihood of identity of the researcher to preclude the professional responsibility. A settlement is needed in order to protect the rights of both the researchers and the participants of such research, and avoid possible ethical and legal violations. Besides the clinical researches, similar problems apply to scientific studies performed on humans or on human materials.  
Ethical committees took their place among important disciplines those serve to this purpose.  The purpose of the ethical committees is to ensure the researches in which the volunteers take place are performed in comply with the scientific, ethical and legal standards. In doing so, the committees must take advantage of both the provisions contained in national legislation (Regulation on Clinical Trials) and international regulations (Helsinki Decleration, GCP Guidelines, Biomedical Convention, etc.). 
In our country, legal foundations with regards to clinical researches complying with international standards are laid down with "Regulations on Drug Researches" that took effect by being promulgated on Official Gazette dated January 29, 1993 and numbered 21480. "Good Clinical Practices Guidelines" and "Good Laboratory Practices Guidelines" are put into practice by the Ministry of Health at the end of 1995. Regulations and related guidelines are updated and revisioned as Regulations on Clinical Researches for Drugs and Biological Products dated September 13, 2015 and numbered 29474, and Good Clinical Practices Guidelines are revisioned on November 13, 2015. Principles Regarding the Standard Practice Method of Ethical Committees of Clinical Researches and Bioavailability / Bioequivalence Studies are revised and put into practice on 06.08.2016. 
According to the regulation; "Prior to proceeding to any kind of clinical research that will be performed on human, it is compulsory to get permission from appropriate local ethical committee, or in some cases from central ethical committee through the local ethical committee."
The existing ethics committee structure in our country is as follows.
· Clinical Research Ethics Committee
· Non-Interventional Clinical Research Ethics Committee
· Experimental Animals Local Ethics Committee
· Institutional Review Boards
· Scientific Research Publication Ethics Committee
· Board of Ethics for Civil Servants
For all the members of all these committees being Ethics / Deontology expert is a must. In this respect, a big responsibility rests with candidates after graduation, who completed doctoral program on Medical History and Ethics field. Along with all the essential doctrines of the discipline, they are required to evaluate and predict the possible problems that could be faced with during the scientific studies. Evaluation of each phase of the scientific study projects in detail, structure and form of current ethics committees existing in our country, requested documents and how these documents required to be controlled are going to be studied by examining the sample files.

	 Healthcare professionals with special professional privileges in society are obliged to mind their profession- specific moral values and higher ethical standards. "Professional moral rules, namely "ethical codes" have a guiding role on moral dilemmas every health care personnel who provide medical service to their patients faced with in regards to professional responsibilities and self-determination. Ethical codes is a common term used for regulations which are derived from ethical principles, guiding behaviors like ethical principles, sets criteria; however for those more special and concrete. A medical professional code of ethics is a system of rules enabling the ideals of that very profession to be embraced by both society and health care personnel; which is specific only to that profession and involving all members of the profession; that guiding the behaviors; that disciplines the behaviors under the expected standards, and enabling to develop acceptable behavioral standards. A system of professional ethic rules determines the boundaries of applications specific to that profession. While the codes may differ by country or over time within same country, although they have some common properties. "To value the dignity of human life"; "to hold the patient's health in high esteem"; "to avoid discrimination between patients"; "to protect the privacy of patient information"; and "to sustain professional competency and to advance and develop the knowledge and skills" are the most common properties.

	COURSE CONTENT
	 Since thoughts of individuals drive their behavior, with regards to understanding and interpreting the behaviors, it is important to know the values they adopt and to which they attach an importance. There is a certain purpose of thoughts of individuals to be reflected to their behavior. The value on which they ground can be determined in order to achieve the goal, by evaluating the individuals' behavior according to target goal. Values are variable and exhibits different meanings and importance under different circumstances. After all, different classification schemes will be formed for different types of values. Moreover, every decision, action and choice of an individual are based on a value. Limitations by morals and law also aims to protect the values within the community life. Relationship between human and value and problems resulting in this context are varied. Being subject ethically, brings the responsibility to fulfill the ethical obligations against beings with which ethically interacted.  Ethical subject could do a "good, true" act only when they do an act in a way to protect honor of one with whom ethically interacted, conscious of the fact that the individuals are the goals (without regarding them as means). In this context, in order of health professionals to do a "good", "true" act requires them to acquainted with the basic principles which drives them to do an act, and to act according to these principles. Ignorance, inexperience and lack of awareness can lead to misapprehend and misevaluation. This situation can lead the result of an act of good faith to turn in a negative / unwanted direction. To know, experience and being aware minimize such errors.  Ethical relationship may emerge by any relationship one establishes with other individuals or beings. In this regard, healthcare professionals establish an ethical relationship with healthy and patient individuals, their relatives and other healthcare professionals, on an ongoing basis. 
Being aware of professional and personal values shaping their behavior, makes easier for healthcare professionals to comprehend the attitudes of others which are shaped by emotions, values and belief, enables them to decide in favor of patient, even if it runs counter to their own personal values, thus increases the reliability of the healthcare service. The future of medicine depends on values of society and of the profession, as much as it does on technology.
