	With the rapid developments in the medical world, the fact that patients who have no hope of life have the opportunity to recover with organ and tissue transplants, and that many organ and tissue transplants are now medically possible, the importance of organ and tissue transplantation is gradually increasing. There are many ethical and legal problems in matters such as organ transplantation, brain death, organ transplantation decision, establishment of a fair and need-oriented efficient organ distribution system in organ transplantation, informed consent, organ donation decision, relevant legal regulations, national and international rules.

	Today, while the relations between patients and healthcare professionals are changing rapidly with the development of medical technology, some ethical and legal dilemmas arise in medical practices within the framework of the health and bodily integrity of the person. Surgical applications can be defined as the action of human on human. It can be considered both as an art in which the human body studied is alive, and as a science in which the action power of knowledge is dominant. Historically, in every period, it has been understood that the main purpose for surgeons is to perform the action together with the knowledge. In surgery, action has priority over knowledge, and therefore ethics of action (ie, surgical ethics) needs to be defined and discussed. Surgical disciplines include ethical issues related to the whole medical profession, as well as practices that include some ethical problems specific to these branches. At the beginning of these issues are the problems such as specialization training in surgical branches, research of new surgical techniques, surgical care, surgeon-patient relationship and the responsibility of the surgeon to improve and protect the patient's well-being. Within the scope of this course, ethical problems specific to surgical branches in the context of the relationship between surgery and ethics will be evaluated within the framework of current legal regulations and international declarations.

	COURSE CONTENT
	Health sector employees serve in many different institutions, from hospitals to health centers. Some of these are public institutions and some are private institutions. Health sector workers are mainly subject to the Labor Law, but are bound by many specific laws, statutes and regulations. The most important thing that distinguishes the health sector from other sectors is that some of the rights granted to the employer in the Labor Law are used and limited in the health sector. Therefore, in a case to be heard in the field of Health Labor Law, it is necessary to master the specific regulations of the health legislation as well as the knowledge of the General Labor Law. In addition, health personnel work in institutions where the risk of exposure to communicable diseases is highest, and their risk of contracting occupational diseases is higher than in many sectors. Occupational diseases that may arise due to the work and working conditions of the employees of this sector result in the payment of significant amounts of compensation. At this point, in determining the responsibility of the institution, it is important to have the knowledge of the health legislation and to establish a de facto nexus between the disease and the work conditions on a legal basis.

	COURSE CONTENT
	In parallel with the technological developments, the production systems in the workplaces have become complex, and many chemical substances that are contrary to human health have been used during production. In the regulations made to prevent the emergence of factors that may threaten the life and health of the employees in these complex and dangerous production stages, the precautions to be taken have been specified and it has been made obligatory to have an occupational physician in the workplace. In accordance with the basic logic of the regulations, occupational physicians have been made relatively independent from the employer and are equipped with some supervisory powers.

In our country, the concept of occupational medicine was first introduced into our legislation with the 180th article of the General Health Law No. 1593, which was accepted on 24.04.1930. In this provision, it is stated that all employers who continuously employ 50 or more workers are obliged to provide at least one doctor's health inspection in order to look at the health status of the workers and to provide the treatment of the workers who are sick. In addition, various provisions have been introduced in other statutes and regulations in order to clarify the procedures and principles of workplace medicine. All regulations have revealed that it is a necessity to have an occupational physician in order to protect worker health.

Health legislation and practices will be evaluated within the scope of the course.

	It has been discussed for many years that drugs and medical devices, which are of special importance for human health, are the subject of patents. Medicines and medical devices, which are an invention, are also an indispensable product for the individual. This indispensability also determines the value of the product. Today, these products benefit from patent protection in Turkish law. The Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPS) paved the way for it to be the subject of a patent in Turkish law. According to the Decree Law No. 551 on the Protection of Patent Rights, products that meet the conditions for granting patents are subject to patents. Considering the monopoly right granted to the patent owner, it becomes necessary to establish a balance between the rights of the patent owner and the right to health. In this context, patents and their processes in the legal system will be evaluated.

	Health sector employees serve in many different institutions, from hospitals to health centers. Some of these are public institutions and some are private institutions. Health sector workers are mainly subject to the Labor Law, but are bound by many specific laws, statutes and regulations. The most important thing that distinguishes the health sector from other sectors is that some of the rights granted to the employer in the Labor Law are used and limited in the health sector. Therefore, in a case to be heard in the field of Health Labor Law, it is necessary to master the specific regulations of the health legislation as well as the knowledge of the General Labor Law. In addition, health personnel work in institutions where the risk of exposure to communicable diseases is highest, and their risk of contracting occupational diseases is higher than in many sectors. Occupational diseases that may arise due to the work and working conditions of the employees of this sector result in the payment of significant amounts of compensation. At this point, in determining the responsibility of the institution, it is important to have the knowledge of the health legislation and to establish a de facto nexus between the disease and the work conditions on a legal basis.

	As a result of the efforts to gather social security under one roof, the multi-institutional (SSK, ES, UK) structure was terminated and a new institution was established under the name of Social Security Institution (SGK) with the Law No. 5502 dated 20.05.2006. The health services offered are paid to the servers by SGK over the determined prices.

	COURSE CONTENT
	If the individual has suffered material or moral damage due to the provision of health services carried out by the administration, the administration is legally liable for compensation. The damage alleged to have been incurred due to health care services is covered through full remedy action, which is a type of lawsuit specific to administrative jurisdiction. The Council of State has changed its long-standing jurisprudence regarding the "grave service fault" condition that the administration seeks for compensation liability in full-judgment lawsuits related to treatment services, since the health service carries risks within its structure and the individual receiving the service is also the beneficiary of the service. In this course, the approach of the Council of State towards fault will be determined by discussing what kind of responsibility principle should be accepted in the health service carried out by the administration. How you look will be evaluated.

	COURSE AIMS
	It is the examination of the liability of compensation arising from the health services of the administration and the conditions of the said responsibility.

	COURSE OBJECTIVES
	Students who successfully complete this course can especially explain the conditions of compensation liability, the extent of the damage requiring compensation, the application period and statute of limitations to the administration, and the institution of recourse.

Within this framework, the course aims to explore patient rights, physician rights, and the liability of physicians in private law by analyzing the resulting issues in the light of judicial decisions and academic perspectives, considering both national and international legislation. Additionally, the course seeks to convey practical problem-solving methods that are suitable for resolving potential disputes arising from the doctor-patient relationship.

	• To have knowledge about the meaning and purpose of health law and the rights and principles that dominate this discipline.

• Understanding the rights and obligations of patients and physicians

• To have the necessary knowledge and skills to apply the rules of health law

• To learn the reasons that give rise to the responsibility of physicians, and in which cases they will come to the fore.

• To learn the views on the nature of the legal relationship between the patient and the physician.

• To have information about the medical law cases frequently encountered in practice and the jurisprudence of the high courts regarding these cases.
